MAINTENANCE CORNER 
 

 If you have a Maintenance Emergency after regular office hours, please call the new emergency  
maintenance phone number and leave a brief message with the nature of the emergency, your telephone 
number and the apartment address.  Someone from maintenance will call you back.  Remember that 
ONLY the items listed below are considered after-hour emergencies! 
 
1. Overflowing Sewage 
2. Uncontrollable Running Water 
3. Electrical Shorts, Smoke or Fire-Call 911 first 
4. A/C not working-Only if outside temperature is over 85 degrees 
5. Crime in progress-Call 911 first 
 
 For all other maintenance issues, please call the office during normal business hours and put in a 
work order request.  The maintenance work orders are addressed in the order of importance.  If you have 
a pet, please be sure to inform the office when you call.  Be advised that the maintenance staff must have 
a work order to enter your apartment and make any necessary repairs.
